Agenda/Business: Stockton Student Senate met on March 31st, 2020 to update the student body.




Approval of Minutes
President DiFillippo called the meeting to order at 4:35 pm and motioned to approve the minutes from the last full meeting in March.

Senator Second: Senator Murray
Motion Passed: 20-0-1

President’s Report

President DiFillippo began her report by referencing the Town Hall Meeting, which was attended by 380 students and many students were able to have their questions answered. President DiFillippo thanks those who had participated and administrators involved. She reminds everyone that the student involvement awards will still be taking place this semester and they will be held virtually in April. President DiFillippo also mentions that the food assistance program is still ongoing, and both the Galloway and Atlantic City campus food pantries are open. The President also reminds students who are in financial distress that they can contact the Dean of Students Office in order to state they are in need of financial assistance. President DiFillippo also reminds students to consistently check Stockton’s COVID-19 website and their emails in order to stay up to date on information. 

President DiFillippo concluded her report. 

Vice President’s Report

President DiFillippo yielded the floor to Vice President Faulkner for the Vice President’s Report.

Vice President Faulkner states that the Task Force for Gender-Based Violence has adopted a new model and is working remotely on their projects. The Culture of Respect Leadership team is also meeting remotely, and has switched into working into an evaluation process. This Office still continues to work with Senator Edwards and Senator Velazquez and is planning to go to the Faculty Senate with a proposal for Bias-Free Grading. They plan to propose this to the Faculty Senate during their April Meeting. 

Vice President Faulkner concluded her report and yielded the floor back to President DiFillippo. 
 
Academic Affairs
	
President DiFillippo yielded the floor to Chair Campion for the Academic Affairs report.

Chair Campion states that she understands that everyone is adjusting to the new online format and that many people dislike the switch. Campion states that they have been in contact with the administration speaking on behalf of the concerns and petitions. Chair Campion reminds everyone to check their email consistently in order to stay up to date and that administrators are working very hard to help everyone during this time.  

Chair Campion concluded her report and yielded the floor back to President DiFillippo.

Governmental Affairs
 	
President DiFillippo yielded the floor to Chair Rajput for the Governmental Affairs report.

Chair Rajput states that the Governmental Affairs Committee has finalized the changes they would like to make to the Student Senate Constitution, which refers to allowing for arriving late 10 minutes and leaving early ten minutes. 

President DiFillippo states there is a motion on the floor to approve of these changes to amend the Student Senate Constitution. 

Senator Bracey seconds the motion.

Vice President Faulkner states that instead the wording should be changes for it to be proposed that the change should be “ten minutes before or after” because if 20 minutes of a possible meeting could be missed, which is a significant amount of information that can be missed. 

Senator Murray asks why the changes states “and” instead of “or” due to the amount of time that can possibly be lost. 

Vice President Faulkner states that most meetings do not last until 6pm, and a significant portion of the meeting could be lost if senators are able to leave early. 

Chair Rajput states that it was in order to add five minutes to be bale to leave early. 

Senator Rajput asks if it has ever been announced the exact time a meeting will conclude.

Chair Rajput states that reasoning behind the rule is for those with 6pm classes. 

Vice President Faulkner adds that there’s no way to predict when a meeting will exactly end. 

Senator Eigbe states that currently in the Constitution it states that to arrive late or early a senator must have been coming from or leaving to class. 

Chair Rajput concluded her report and yielded the floor back to President DiFillippo.

Senator Mahana clarifies why it would be 5:50pm if the meeting end time is unknown. 

President DiFillippo states that this can either be voted on or can be voted on at the next meeting 

Chair Rajput states that she would like to table the motion but not the changes to the amendment regarding grammar and format. 

President DiFillippo states that there is a motion of the floor to vote on the changes involving grammar. 

Motion Passed: 26-0-1

Chair Rajut yields the floor back to President DiFillippo. 

Public Relations

President DiFillippo yielded the floor to Chair O’Kane for the Public Relations Committee report.

Chair O’Kane states that the Public Relations committee has been working on reconstructing its timeline to continue elections dates and campaigning virtually. Instead of there being a physical meeting, their will be PowerPoint sent out to those running. Meet the Candidates will be held virtually and Senate Elections will be held through Ospreyhub.  

Chair O’Kane concluded her report and yielded the floor back to President DiFillippo. 

Finance

President DiFillippo yielded the floor to Chair Vaknin for the Finance Committee report.

Chair Vaknin states that the Finance committee and Jeff Wakemen will be working on budget request forms for all the clubs and that they will be due in early April. 

Chair Vaknin yields the floor back to Presidnet DiFillippo. 

Student Affairs

President DiFillippo yielded the floor to Chair Murray for the Student Affairs Committee report. 

Chair Murray states that Senate has been working to keep the voices of students to be heard. Murray asks everyone to send their concerns to her and that she is more than happy to try to help address concerns. 

Chair Murray concluded his report and yielded the floor back to President DiFillippo. 

Announcements/Comments from the Public: 

President DiFillippo opened the floor to the public. 

Alex Franklin asked when club budgets were due.

President DiFillippo states April 8th. 

Katia asks if there will be refunds regarding Woodstockton tickets.

Craig Stambaugh states that students will be receiving refunds. The way refunds will be dispersed is still ongoing. 

Becca asks why students are only getting refunds on their meal plans and not housing.

Craig Stambaugh states that for students who have moved out, they will receive a 34% refund. If a refund had not been conducted yet, then there will be a credit to next years housing if the student will be returning next year. 

Senator Murray asks what if someone if a residential student this year, but will not be residing on campus in the fall, how will the refund be conducted. 

Craig Stambaugh states that that should be a refund. 

Jeff Wakemen adds that the refund will only be available to students moving off campus for the remainder of the semester. 

Senator Campion asks will the refund affect financial aid.

Craig Stambaugh directs Senator Campion to ask the Financial Aid Office.

Senator Mahana asks if you can decide if you want a refund or if it is automatically a credit. 

Craig Stambaugh states that he does not believe that you have a decision. If you are returning in the Fall for housing then the credit will automatically be applied to the bill for Fall housing. 

Senator Mahana asks how that would work if a student is returning as an RA, but was not an RA previously. 

Craig Stambaugh states that his guess would be that it would possibly be issued as a credit or a possible refund during the Fall semester. 

Justin Hayes asks about the 34% refunds and states he has only received a portion of it, will the remainder be applied to the Fall semester. 

Craig Stambaugh states that this may have been the meal plan refund, not housing. 

Alex Franklin states that there should be a choice for students for a refund or be applied to next year’s housing bill. 

Craig Stambaugh states that this decision was made at the highest levels and tis decision will probably not be changed. He states he cannot speak to it other than that. 

Katia asks how rentals with calculators will be handled. 

Vice President Faulkner states that they will probably be flexible with rentals. She states that she will reach out to Katia with further information. 

Steve McFadden asks will there be any refund on lab courses. 

Vice President Faulkner states that there would be most likely distance learning for labs but it would be on a course by course basis. 

Senator Payamps asks how supplementals confirmed during the semester will be handled now that their events have been cancelled will that affect how the budget will be created for next semester. 

Jeff Wakemen states that the Office of Student Development states that clubs and organizations are still able to spend their budgets in a variety of alternative ways.
