Chair Murray states that the Student Affairs Committee is continuing projects from last semester such as working with the environmental club for greener resources in dining areas. The Student Affairs Committee is also working on creating a virtual suggestion box for students who cannot utilize the suggestion box in person. 

Chair Murray yields the floor back to President Campion.

Announcements/Comments from the Public: 

President Campion opens the floor to Public Comments. 

Elizabeth Elmore, a Professor at Stockton, asks why Free to Be still has $28,000 allocated to it even though they are not running currently. 

Chair Bygrave states that the money would go back to the student senate budget to be reallocated for other clubs and organizations in the future

Jeff Wakemen states that the budget for Free to Be was the Childcare center that was on campus. Stockton University took $28,000 to add to their budget and was for students to have childcare services at a reduced rate. The university closed Free to Be as of this summer, so now the money will not be taken from the Student Senate budget. 

Professor Elmore encourages students to utilize the tutoring center and states she did not know there was a stigma against tutoring and wants to change it. Professor Elmore states that deans have open hours with faculty. 

Chair Rajput states that a good idea to have Dean office hours with students as recommended by Professor Elmore. 

Jeff Wakemen and President Campion state that information about Student Senate and contact information is on the student senate webpage on the Stockton University website.

A senator wants to let everyone know that in their meeting with Assistant Dean Newman had some ideas. One of the ideas was support for students who are having trouble with mental health during the COVID-19 pandemic. Another idea was diversity programs with incentives instead of mandatory programs. 

President Campion motions this to further be discussed at a committee meeting.

Chair Murray seconds the motion. 

Jeff Wakemen discusses Student Development’s Hispanic Heritage Month events, which is sponsored by student’s senate and other organizations. Wakemen also announces the flag raising for Pride month at the end of the week and the Black Lives Matter march that is currently going on.
