Governmental Affairs
Good afternoon! I hope everybody’s had an easy week leading up to Thanksgiving break. Governmental Affairs has prepared several amendments to the Senate Constitution pertaining to election procedures. I would now like to motion to put these to a discussion.
Second : Irenosen Eigbe

Article V, Section II, Clause B: All nominations for the position of Student Senator shall be made by petition bearing the printed names of seventy-five properly registered students and corresponding z- numbers and signatures, to be verified by the Office of Student Development or the Office of the Dean of Students. Should the candidate’s petition bear less than 75 verified names and z- numbers, they shall either be given their petition to finish collecting the requisite signatures; or, if the deadline for submission has passed, shall be removed from the election and the ballot. 
Under special circumstances the Executive Cabinet may elect to adjust the number of required verified names and z numbers.
Article V, Section II, Clause F, Subclause iii: The fall election is to be held no less than 2 weeks after the final student interest meeting takes place.
Article V, Section II, Clause H, subclause xi: The spring election is to be held no less than 2 weeks after the final student interest meeting takes place.



I would now like to motion to put these amendments to a vote.

Finance

Good evening, all. The Finance Committee would like to welcome our guests; specifically, our
club representatives joining us this evening. The committee continuously works with clubs and
organizations to reignite interest, involvement, and inclusivity for as many students as possible.
Additionally, we have been actively monitoring all club and organization budget activity to
ensure the success of their endeavors.

Since last month’s meeting, the finance committee has heard three funding requests, one of which will be voted upon this evening. Supplemental requests approved under the amount of $1,500 by the committee are as follows:

1. The Finance Committee approved a Supplemental Request for Stockton Horror Society
for film licenses as part of their upcoming movie showings open to all students. The amount approved was $900.
2. The Finance Committee approved a Supplemental Request for Stockton Disney
Association to co-sponsor the Most Magical Bingo Event held on November 3rd. The amount approved was $500.00.

The first request was submitted by Model United Nations in the amount of $17,000. The committee approved the organization for $12,000. This request is for 20-22 students to attend the MUN Conference in New York City from April 10-14th, 2022. This request is to offset the costs per person. I would now like to invite a representative of Model UN to the podium to discuss the request further and answer any questions by the Student Senate.
