Academic Affairs

With that in mind, the Repeat Grade Policy has been troubling some of our graduating Ospreys and for that reason, the entire procedure is under revision by the Faculty Division of Academic Affairs. While the Academic Affairs Committee has reviewed and thought upon its current disclosure, we have yet to meet with the new Provost, Dr. Leamor Kahanov which should be happening the week of November 8th to exchange our further thoughts. However, to keep you informed the current language states “Repeating a Course for Credit in order to repeat a course the student must re-register, pay all appropriate tuition and fees, and satisfactorily complete the course (whereupon a separate grade will be assigned). The original grade will remain on the student’s permanent transcript and will be calculated in the grade point average. Student Affairs
Good afternoon Stockton Students! It's great to see you all back for another full Senate meeting. 
The student affairs committee has been hard at work putting together a lot of our projects. We've been working in conjunction with the Muslims Student association to gain access to vendors from Rutgers and collect information on Halal food offerings that the university can provide. We also had a meeting last week with Chartwells and hopefully within a week or two we will have packaged Halal food offerings in the refrigerators on campus. We are also working to switch some of the meats over to just Halal meat so they can eat wherever they want on campus and possibly get some of the food into N wing. That might take a little bit more time but we will definitely have packaged food sooner rather than later. This means that we have successfully gotten Muslim students the food they need. Next, I hope to work with the Public Relations committee to spread the word of what we have accomplished, what the food looks like, and when it's coming.

The committee is also looking to set up a task force with chartwells to run monthly meetings in order to express student concerns. They will also be passing us a link to their survey eventually where students can voice their concerns because they really need more input.


Another thing that I do want to bring up is some concerns that students have been bringing to me and what I've experienced with the shuttle services. Last week, I had no idea what was happening when only one shuttle showed up at 7:30 in Atlantic City and about 30 to 40 students were left stranded and unable to get to campus. This is the second time this has happened this semester and it kind of feels terrible when you have a shuttle driver shrug at you and drives away. There was also an instance where a few students got on the shuttle to Atlantic City in Galloway and the shuttle took the north parkway ramp and everyone was confused and apparently the shuttle was going to Toms River and when he found out that they were students on board he turned around and drop them off and made them wait for the next shuttle. I couldn't imagine if some of the students had classes and they missed them. I believe Josh also brought it to my attention that some of the shuttles running to Lot 8 are not running at all at sometimes and students are kind of left stranded and possibly having to walk all the way there. I'm hoping to set up some meetings with people in order to better understand the situation. I understand there's a lack of drivers but I also understand that students pay a lot of money for the shuttling services so they exist.

Good evening, all. Finance Committee would like to welcome our guests, specifically, our club
representative joining us this evening. The committee is continuously working with clubs and
organizations to reignite interest, involvement, and inclusivity for as many students as possible.
Additionally, we have been actively monitoring all club and organization budget activity to
ensure the success of their endeavors.

Since last month’s meeting, the finance committee has heard six funding requests, three of which
will be voted upon this evening. Supplements requests approved under the amount of $1,500 by
the committee are as follows:

1. The Finance Committee approved a Supplemental Request for Stockton Foosers for an
annual budget to provide monthly programming, club supplies, and tournament prizes.
The amount approved was $500.00.
2. The Finance Committee approved a Supplemental Request for Pathways to Healing<3 for
the supplies for expansion of the on-campus fairy village. The funding will provide 25
students with supplies. The amount approved was $550.00.
3. The Finance Committee approved a Supplemental Request for Pre-Medical Club for CPR
mannequins and equipment to educate and certify club members for CPR. The amount
approved was $450.00.
4. The Finance Committee approved a Supplemental Request for Stockton Disney
Association in collaboration with SET for Halloween-themed programming and supplies.
The amount approved was $475.00.
