President’s Report
 
President Bracey began her report by welcoming all students, staff, and faculty. “First off, I would like to sincerely welcome everybody back on campus for the 2021-2022 school year. I know that things have been genuinely hectic, but Student Senate is super excited to be back in person and we are here to be the voice of the student body so if anyone has any concerns, problems, issues they would like to address please do not hesitate to reach out and we are happy to help.”

She addressed the meeting with updates. 

“Elections are currently live. The Student Senate encourages all students to vote in the Fall 2021 Student Senate Elections.  They are held on OspreyHub from today, September 28th, until noon on Thursday, September 30th.   The Senate currently has 11 open positions and the ability to hear the concerns of all students and to work with the administration to improve the student experience at Stockton is made easier by having many voices in our senate.  We recommend you take some time over the next two days to log onto the OspreyHub and vote through the elections link shared in your emails.”

She then motioned to nominate Irenosen Eigbe as Vice President for the 2021-2022 academic school year. There was no need for discussion. Chair Dziobek seconded the motion. Motion passed 10-0-1. 

“I and the Vice President will be working to replace the chairperson for governmental affairs. Anyone interested can contact either of us.”

President Bracey concluded her report.
 
Vice President’s Report 

Newly elected Vice President Eigbe began her report. 

“Hello everyone. On behalf of Governmental Affairs, I hope everyone’s first few weeks getting used to the school year were alright. So far this semester we’ve been able to discuss a few events we hope to see students attend as we transition back to our in-person events. We are also hoping to possibly partner with other offices or clubs and hope to announce these in the near future.”

Finance
 
President Bracey yielded the floor to Chair Nyce for the Finance Committee report.
 
Chair Nyce began his report by announcing that the following supplemental requests are under $1,500 dollars and have been approved by the Finance Committee and Vice President.

Chair Nyce concluded his remarks and yielded the floor back to President Bracey.
 
Student Affairs
           
President Bracey yielded the floor to Chair Dziobek for the Student Affairs report.
 
Chair Dziobek began by welcoming back everyone to campus for the academic year. Ben stated “I know I, like most students, are super excited to be back on campus even with the current situation at hand. Things are going to be changing and up in the air this semester but I know Stockton students are resilient and strong enough to get through this. The involvement fair showed us that there is so much fresh energy waiting to be tapped into! Our committee has been at it so there is a good amount to report. Liliana and I attended the Student Success Board of Trustees Committee Meeting in Atlantic City last week and we learned a lot about Stockton's plan for student success right now with all the challenges that are currently facing students. Besides giving student input we heard a lot of changes that were coming to the dean of student’s area of student affairs and today I invited the Stockton cares team to give a short presentation on the changes to the Stockton Cares program and specifically about changes that were made to target mental health and covid resources for students. Student affairs is all about students so we've been listening to concerns that we've heard from students while walking around at the involvement fair and one of them was the lack of halal food on campus to today some students representing at the Muslim Student Association have been asked to join us to enlighten us about the situation. Other than that, the student affairs team has addressed some minor issues with room changes in residential life but other than that we are looking forward to a very successful semester and helping out as many students as we can. And really quick a reminder that October is LGBTQIA+ history month and I encourage all student organizations to include it in their programming.”
 
 
Chair Dziobek concluded his report and yielded the floor back to President Bracey.
 
Academic Affairs
           
President Bracey yielded the floor to Chair Rodriguez for the Academic Affairs report.
 
Chair Rodriguez began by announcing that the Academic affairs currently has nothing new to report, but said “we are very eager to be working with the new Provost, Dr. Leamor Kahanov. Another point I would like to make is that without access, there is no option. Therefore, we must work on improving alimentary access for all students, especially the Muslim Student Association since there is no Halal food available on campus. The institution of healthier and wider options should also be a priority considering the importance of one's health and the connection between food and mood.” 
 
Chair Rodriguez concluded her report and yielded the floor back to President Bracey.
 
Public Relations
 
President Bracey yielded the floor to Chair Wildman for the Public Relations report.
 
Chair Wildman began his report by announcing that Public Relations has “successfully kicked off elections! We have a couple of candidates here in the audience, so wish them luck and please go vote on Ospreyhub! In addition, please stay tuned to our Instagram (@OspreySenate) to stay updated on all the fresh new events happening around campus! And finally, good luck to everyone as classes start to pick up!”

Chair Hunte began by announcing that his committee is excited for the upcoming Fall semester. President Coburn opened the floor to the senate.
 
Chair Greene announced that President Coburn, Vice President O’Kane, and himself will be meeting with the administration from the finance department regarding the student activity fee allocation. He explained that they will be proposing an increase in this allocation, and will request that 6% of the fees be allocated to the senate supplemental account, rather than the 3% that is currently established.
 
Senator Franklin announced that Rock the Mic and Taco Tuesday will be held later that night at 8 pm, and they will be performing. They also announced that the senate is hosting an event on March 21st regarding knowledge about sexual assault reporting and resources. They are attempting to collect data to fill educational gaps in the system. Senator Franklin also reminded the senate and the student body that 50 Shades of Consent is upcoming on April 8th and that it will be very fun.
 
Senator Sanjidha announced that the senate and the multicultural community council will host the first South-Asian Festival on March 27th from 6-10 pm in the Campus Center Event Room. She explained that many student organizations are collaborating and that there will be authentic foods and performances. They explained that the dress code is “go all-out” and that all are welcome to attend.
