Finance

The Finance Committee would like to welcome all of our guests. The committee has been actively monitoring all club and organization budget activity to ensure the success of their programming. 

Since last month’s meeting, the finance committee has heard seven funding requests, three of which will be voted upon this evening. Supplemental requests approved under the amount of $1,500 by the committee are as follows:

1. The committee approved a request for CLAWS for event-related promotional items. The amount approved was $1,450.00.
2. The committee approved a request for Fashion and Beauty for outside catering for an event on April 1st. The amount approved was $750.
3. The committee approved a request for the Bengali Student Association for its color festival event taking place on March 31st at the TRLC quad. The amount approved was $1,499.
4. The committee approved a request for Stockton Horror Society for the licensing of Midsommar (2019) showing April 29th. The amount approved was $150.
Lauren Wilson submitted the first funding request on behalf of the AAPIH planning committee and the Asian Student Alliance in the amount of $5,265.28 for the Washington D.C. bus trip for the Cherry Blossom Festival. The committee approved the organization for $5,265.28. Unfortunately, the AAPIH Committee does not have a student representative available to attend our meeting. Lauren has been working primarily with ASA on the details for this trip and their General Member Meeting overlaps with our meeting this evening. Their biggest event of the year, Phoenix Night Market, is this Friday so they have a lot of details to finalize and prepare for Friday. The details are as follows. As of now, including encumbered funds, the Supplemental Funding account is currently valued at $42,695.12.
