President’s Report - Brianna Bracey

In other news, on a more exciting topic, the Presidential Search has been in full overdrive. As you are all aware, Dr. Kesselman is sadly retiring as Stockton's University President at the end of this fiscal year, effective June 30, 2023. Because of this, I as well as Vice President Yandell have had the honor of being a part of the Stockton University Presidential Search Committee, which is in charge of finding the individual who will serve as our next President. The committee includes those from across the campus community, including Board of Trustees members, faculty, staff, alumni, and other community partners. Guiding us through this process is the nationally recognized executive search firm, WittKieffer. We have been taking this job very seriously. On Friday, January 27th @ 1:15 PM - 2:00 PM in the Campus Center Theatre, I hosted an open Student Forum for students to meet Dr. Frank Sanchez, the first candidate in this Presidential race. Earlier today, @ 1:15 PM - 2:00 PM in the Campus Center Theatre, I hosted an open Student Forum for students to meet Dr. Laurence B. Alexander, the second candidate in this Presidential race. The third and final candidate will come to campus Friday, February 3rd where there will be a student forum and open forum for the whole Stockton community to attend to engage with these potential University Presidents. As a committee we have prepared some amendments to correct some basic language and duties, I would like to review them now and if there is no need for discussion pass them in one motion.

Collaborate with the Student Senate President on the planning of luncheons with policy makers and the Hughes Center.
