	The first of these will be the addition of a compensation clause to the Student Senator section of the Constitution to reflect the passing of the long awaited Student Leader Compensation Proposal. The amendment will clarify the need for all student senators to complete all duties in order to be eligible for the stipend that will be given over the course of two semesters.

ARTICLE IV SECTION II CLAUSE K will be be added into the constitution and reads as follows:

· Receive compensation at the end of each semester following review by a panel of advisors and non-compensated student leaders.
· Senators will complete an end of the semester report, designed by the Compensation Review Committee, that will be used to determine if constitutional duties have been completed in order to receive compensation
· Compensation will be determined by the highest paid position the Senator holds in Senate
